(i) (i) The particulars of Organization, Function and Duties

The Zoo Authority of Karnataka is a Society registered
under Section-8 of Societies Act, 1960 and its registered office
is situated at Sri Chamarajendra Zoological Gardens, Mysore.
The objectives of the society as spelled out in its
Memorandum of Association are:

1. To take over the Management of the recognized Government
Zoos in the State of Karnataka.

[At present the following 8 Zoos are under the jurisdiction of ZAK
1. Sri Chamarajendra Zoological Gardens, Mysore.
2. Bannerghatta Biological Park, Bangalore
3. Children Deer Park, Mini Zoo, Bellary
4. Mini Zoo, Kittur Rani Chennamma Nisargadhama, Belgaum.

2. To breed and rear the endangered species of the fauna of India
and the world with the object of saving them form extinction and
of restocking other Zoos and eventually to enrich the depleted
fauna.

3. To serve the cause of Wildlife conservation indirectly by arousing
in the people an interest in and concern for wildlife by organizing
exhibitions and seminars.

4. To study the habits and behavior of animals and birds in their
natural surroundings as well as in captivity.

5. To procure such animals as are required for the zoos in the state
of Karnataka by purchase or exchange, from other states in India
or from abroad.

6. The dissemination of knowledge and information about our
wildlife by publication of bulletins and journals etc.,

7. To provide technical advice for the preparation of plans and
development of zoos, zoological gardens and wildlife sanctuaries.

8. To conduct research on various problems of the animals in zoos,



zoological parks and sanctuaries.

The functions of ZAK are governed by Memorandum and Article
of Association and Rules of ZAK.

The management of the affairs of the society shall vest in the Governing
Council consisting of not less than 7 and not more than 13 members, for
which the Govt. of Karnataka shall nominate members from time to time
The Member-Secretary, in the rank of Chief Conservator of
Forests/Conservator of Forests in IFS Cadre, shall be an Officer on
deputation from the Forest Department and who during the period of his
deputation, as ordered by the government shall be responsible for the
proper management and administration of the whole affairs of the
Society, subject to the superintendence, overall control and directions of
the Governing Council, subject, however, to obtaining approval of
government wherever necessary.

region are the Ex-officio Executive Directors.

The functions of the Zoo are to fulfill the objectives of ZAK, which
are as follows:

To procure the animals through purchases, gift, on breeding
loan, and also through exchange.
To maintain and upkeep of the health care management of animals.

Taking care of orphaned, injured, rejected and sick animals for
necessary treatment and hand rearing procedures.
Special care towards maintenance of cleanliness, control.

To give publicity and introduce the adoption of animal scheme to
public.

To feed the animals according to the requirement and diet.
Breeding of animals in captivity.

Providing shelter and enrichment to animal enclosures.

To construct and provide good infrastructure to the animals.

To declare the Zoo as plastic free zone, by banning usage of plastic.
Improvements to gardens and maintenance of greenery.
Celebration of Wildlife Week.

To organize the educational wildlife activities.

To provide toilets, drinking water, wheel chair, umbrellas,
parking stand, first aid facilities at office, zoo souvenir shop,
brochure, canteen and kiosks for refreshment, official guide,
route map, tram car eco friendly battery vehicle service on
payment,

cloak room near entrance gate for keeping luggage and safe
lockers for keeping cameras if not to used in the zoo (Mysore
Zoo0), for visitors in the Zoos of ZAK.

(ii) The powers and duties of its officers and employees:

A) Member-Secretary is the Chief Executive of the Authority, and his duties,
responsibility of Powers are as follows:

Management of collection of animals

According permission for implementation of scientifically drawn up
management plans of Zoos.

. Taking appropriate population control measures for prolific breeding

animals.

Conserving animals required to be exchanged with other Zoos.

Monitoring the finances of Zoo Authority of Karnataka which is being
funded by the State Govt./Govt. of India/other agencies and liable to



account for the above and to certify the utilization of the same.

6. Enforcement of National Conservation Efforts and providing technical
support for the Zoos.

7. Ensuring scientific implementation of the revised policies for all the
recognized Zoos by ensuring optimum utilization of genetic resources,
maintaining genetic viability of the population, preparing and
providing appropriate housing, up keep of animals providing high
standards of health care to animals, breeding through
exchange/gift/loaning of single unpaired animals.

8. The Member-Secretary, Zoo Authority of Karnataka shall be the Chief
Executive of the Zoo Authority of Karnataka. All the Zoo Directors
shall work under direct control and supervision of the Member-
Secretary, regarding Zoo matters and seek directions from him.

9. The Member-Secretary shall exercise all administrative and
financial powers of a Chief Conservator of Forests in addition to the
powers delegated to him by the Governing Council of Zoo
Authority of Karnataka.

B) The powers and duties of the officers and various employees of the
Authority are exercised in accordance with the provisions contained in the
Service Rules and also as per the Powers Delegated to them by
Governing Council. The no. of employees working in ZAK including those
on deputations, and out sources and the Organization Chart of the ZAK is

given in Annexure-1, 1(A) to 1(H).
